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MESSAGE FROM GOD’S WORD

“Ready or Not: Here | Come”
Matthew 24:32-44

Matthew 24 is one of the greatest chapters in the
Bible. When Jesus declared a day was coming when the
massive temple complex would be destroyed, He piqued the
interest of His disciples. They wanted to know 3 things: 1)
when will the temple be destroyed; 2) what will be the signs
pointing to Your return; and 3) when will this age end?

We know that the temple was destroyed in 70AD
when Emperor Titus destroyed Jerusalem, plowed the city
and salted it down. The remaining questions will be
answered when Jesus returns in glory!

Hebrews 9 reveals 3 tremendous appearances of
Jesus Christ (Hebrews 9:23-28). They are not listed in
chronological order. Verse 26 says, “But now once (for all
times) at the end of the ages, He appeared to put away sin
by sacrifice of Himself.” His second appearance is in verse
24, “Now to appear in the presence of God for us.” The third
appearance awaits in verse 28, “Shall He appear a second
time apart from sin, for salvation.”
