Throughout the history of the church, God’s people
have been rightly preoccupied with heaven. We have
been longing for the joys of heaven because we have been
only loosely tied to this earth.

The Bible makes it clear that believers are to focus
on heaven (Philippians 3:20-21). We are to be hungrily
seeking to be above with Christ Jesus in heaven
(Colossians 3:1-4).

Scripture refers to heaven (the abode of God) over
five hundred times. Paul tells us he was caught up to the
third heaven and saw things not lawful for man to see.
The first heaven is the atmosphere heaven. The second
heaven is the stellar, interplanetary heaven. The third is
the abode of God. Revelation mentions heaven fifty
times. Heaven is an actual place, not some state of
spiritual consciousness.

Though heaven is far beyond the created world in
another dimension, when believers die we will be with
Jesus immediately. These eight verses we just read
features six realities of the new heaven and new earth.
